Ibizan Hound Open D (4/3) 1 Ch Amahte Runnin On 

Jamaican Time, JW ShCM, a very pleasing chap that I’ve met before, has matured nicely, tall and narrow as 

required, a fine well balanced head, large mobile ears, long neck to good shoulder, firm short loin, moved well 

displaying that slight hover. BOB and Grp 4. Open B (3/2) 1 Afilador Room On The Broom ShCM, really well put 

together, and full of life, very much the feminine version of the previous winner, who is her sire I see. RBOB. 

Beagle Grad (6/2) 1 Dufosee Dragonfly of Parkebreeway, puppy bitch of great promise, lovely outline, good 

head and expression, well defined stop, ears of good length, nicely laid shoulder, level topline and firm well 

bent stifle, correct tail placement, moved with style, RBOB and PGrp 1. 2 Linkenlees Laurina, typical outline, 

balanced head, good shoulder, bone and feet,  nice spring to rib, strong quarters, moved soundly, but sadly 

was spooked by something.
